PERSONAL TESTIMONY...

On December 25, 1949, on my way home
from delivering telegrams | passed Easton
Heights Baptist Church in Tulsa, OK. A
young Naval student from Annapolis was giv-
ing his testimony and the youth of the church
were singing. God’s Spirit drew me into that
service that night. Astheinvitation was given
to make a decision for Christ, | went forward
to accept Jesus as my personal Savior. | was
a young teenager from a broken home. My
father wasin the penitentiary and my mother
was rearing six children alone. | was very
bitter, confused and lost, but that night, Jesus
changed my lifeforever.
